Our immediate goal was to develop a showcase for 
demonstrating the everyday skills, crafts, and 
music of our ancestors.  With wide community 
support, the first Franklin Folk Festival was 
launched in 2004, and it has become one of the 
leading festivals in the region. Other FHAMC 
goals include partnering with like-minded groups 
to promote heritage preservation. FHAMC 
collaborates with Cowee  School Arts &  Heritage  
 
 

Center to host the annual Franklin Area Folk 
Festival, sponsor 4th Grade Heritage Days, and 
provide other special activities at Cowee School. 
In 2016, FHAMC adopted the Women’s History 
Trail “Walking in Her Steps” project, a designated 
path in downtown Franklin identified by bronze 
plaques that share stories about women who help 
shaped Macon County’s history.  Fundraising is 
underway for a monumental bronze sculpture, 
“Sowing the Seeds of the Future” depicting three 
early NC women.
